up to 100 and their place value.  

• • Addition and Subtraction: children will add and 

subtract using concrete objects and various number 

lines.  

• • Multiplication and Division: children will practise their 

2, 5 and 10 times tables and use these to recall 

multiplication and some division facts.  

• Fractions- looking at ½, ¼ and ¾ of objects and
